It was recognised as desirable to encourage younger members and more women to play an active part in the branch while recognising the exceptional difficult economic conditions. The AGM RESOLVED to encourage more participation in branch meetings in the next year, with the intention of seeking new more nominations in 2012. 
5. 2008/09 Officers Reports

d) Treasurer – Peter had provided a written report (attached) and said that the position was basically healthy, but we were now spending more of our own money as sponsorship had reduced.
